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COURSES DESIGNATED AS
REPEATABLE
Under special circumstances, courses may be designated as repeatable.
When a course is repeated, the grade received each time shall be included
for purposes of calculating the student’s grade point average. The
following types of courses may be designated as repeatable:

• Courses for which repetition is required to meet the major
requirements of CSU or UC for completion of a bachelor’s degree;

• Intercollegiate athletics courses; and
• Intercollegiate academic or vocational competition courses.

Students are allowed to repeat these courses up to three times for a
total of four enrollments. This enrollment limitation applies even if the
student receives a substandard grade or “W” during one or more of the
enrollments in such a course, or the student petitions to re-enroll due to
extenuating circumstances.
